Children learn on a different level than adults, so here at Calvary Chapel we have classes
designed to teach the children the Word and Love of God on their level. We have Nursery
through Kindergarten classes during the entire service. Grades 1 through 6 worship with
their parents and are then dismissed. We encourage you to have your children participate
in these classes for their benefit and to keep the main service quiet and free from
distractions. ATTENTION PARENTS - We teach straight through the Bible and some content of our
adult lessons may not be suitable for children.

Calvary Chapel Service Etiquette

In an effort to make the worship experience meaningful and beneficial to all who attend,
we have set up the following recommended standards for our time together. Once the
service has started, please end your conversations and quietly take your seat.
